We are excited about our Annual Dancing Holiday Magic Spectacular on December
17th at the Visalia Convention Center. Your child’s is in show #3 at 6:30PM. All
classes have been working very hard on their dances, remember attendance is very
important to ensure dancers feel confident when performing, so please make every
effort to have your dancer in class each week.

Attached is a list of your child’s class(s) and costume(s), you will need to be sure your
child has the correct style and color of shoes. Tights and any required accessories will
be given with your costumes. If you need new dance shoes please make sure to
purchase them early, we do have many in stock but in the event we need to order we
need about 14 days for turnaround time.

Combined Classes for Recital
If your dancer is in a combined class you may be required to come to a different class
day and time during the week of December 11th-December 15th. We will notify the
families that this will affect them. Please make sure your dancer is in class this week.

Ticket Sales
Tickets will be sold online through TUTU-ETIX. Tickets go on sale on November 20th at
7:00am. All seats are RESERVED and are $20,$18 and $15 per ticket based on the tier
seating structure there may be a processing fee charged by the ticket vendor. Tickets
are required for anybody 3 years and up. There are no refunds or replacement of lost
tickets. When purchasing tickets please be sure to purchase tickets to the correct
show. The link to purchase tickets will be emailed out to families on November 19th and
we will also be posted on our social media accounts as well as have the link available
on our website. Ticket sales will close 30 minutes prior to each show.

Father Daughter/Mother-Son Dance
We ask moms and dads to make their way backstage (3) three numbers prior to their
dance. Please walk through the main lobby to the student check-in area and we will
check you in and walk you backstage. Please do not walk through the curtain on either
side of the stage to get to the backstage area.
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Picture Day
Picture day is scheduled for Saturday, December 9th see the attached schedule for your
student’s exact time. Dancers should arrive 15 minutes prior to scheduled picture time
with hair, and make-up (see requirements), and be dressed in their first costume
according to the picture schedule. We cannot wait for any late dancers so please arrive
15 minutes early. Picture orders and payments are made directly to the photographer,
Recital Portraits. This is a NEW photographer and they have many different picture
packages, digital packages, Al A Carte options, canvas prints, key chains, water bottles
and more! Parents are not allowed inside the photo area. Lastly, please remember we
will be on a very tight schedule on picture day so please be on time.

Costume Pick up
Costumes pick up will be the week of December 4th - December 8th during dancer’s
regular scheduled class time. Costumes will only be released to an adult. Dancer’s
account must be paid in full, which includes any recital/costume fees, December tuition,
and any other outstanding balance in order for costumes to be released. We provide
each dancer with one pair of the required tights for costumes. If a dancer loses or ruins
tights, parents will be responsible for purchasing an additional pair. We highly
recommend purchasing an extra pair for younger dancers in advance. Tights are $10 a
pair at the front desk.

Show Day Arrival
Dancers should arrive 45 minutes prior to showtime with hair, make-up and dressed in
costume for their first dance. Upon arrival please check your dancer in at the check-in
table with EDA staff members and they will take them back to the holding room.
Dancers are required to remain backstage until the end of the show with the exception
of our Parents & Me classes only. If for any reason your dancers leave prior to the end
of the show, they will not be allowed to perform in our June show. No Exceptions! We
must remember that there are other dance friends who haven't danced yet and if
everyone leaves after they perform there wouldn’t be anybody left to watch the
remaining dancers.
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Backstage Chaperones/Dressers
We will need backstage chaperones/dressers to assist with costume changes and
chaperone dancers not performing. Chaperones/Dressers are not allowed to leave at
any point during the show or at intermission they are also not allowed to watch from the
side of the stage. Those wanting to chaperone backstage can sign up at the front desk.

Holiday Show Memorabilia-PRE-SALE ONLY
Don’t forget to order your Holiday Show memorabilia t-shirt, holiday flowers, holiday
ornament, and participation medal all items are pre-sale only. Orders must be placed by
completing the google form. Last day to order is December 1, 2023.

Hair Requirements

Parent & Me, Twinkle Tots 2-3, Twinkle Tots 3-4, and Twinkle Stars 4-6 are required
to have Space Buns (two buns)
Start by parting the hair center from forehead to nape of neck and make two pigtails
high on the head. Make pigtails into buns on each side.Be sure to use gel and
hairspray to make it sleek and smooth. Please ensure hair bands, bun builders, and
hair nets are the same color as child hair. We require all dancers to use a bun builder
bobby pins/hair pins and hair nets to match the color of the dancer's hair. Hair nets are
mandatory.

Show Stars 5-6yrs, Show Stars 7-9 years & Level I/II/III: Buns are required for all
dance styles, Center part with a low slick ponytail into a bun. Be sure to use gel
and hairspray to make it sleek and smooth. Use a bun builder to make a bun at the
nape of the dancer's neck. NO bangs or wispy hair around the face or neck (this means
if your dancer has bangs slick theme back). We require all dancers to use a bun builder
and hair nets are mandatory. Please make sure ponytail holders, hair nets and bobby
pins are the same color as dancers' hair.

Hair Kits
We will have hair kits available for $10. Kits include hair band, bun builder(s), bobby
pins/hair pins and hair nets.
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Make-up Recommendations:

Parent & Me, 2-3 years, 3-4 years, 4-5 years, 5-6 years: Make-up is optional
We recommend light blush, mascara and lipstick (no pinks)

Show Stars 7-9 years, and all Level I, II, III
Foundation (one shade darker than skin tone)
Facepowder
Earth Tones eyeshadow-smokey eye look (beige, cream, tans and brown)
Fake eyelashes
Black mascara (light)
Rose color blush (no red)
Rose tinted lip gloss (No pink or bright red)

Earrings
Dancer’s that have earrings from a prior EDA recital may wear theirs, if you don’t have
earrings you may purchase some from the front desk for $10 a pair, we have both
pierced and clip ons.

Dismissal
Dancers must remain backstage until the end of the show. Any dancer who leaves prior
to the end of the show will not be allowed to perform in future shows. Please be patient
during dismissal as we will be working diligently to get all the dances released and
safely to their parents.
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
